the Spirit, and behold, a throne stood in heaven, with one seated on the 

throne. […]

And around the throne, on each side of the throne, are four living  

creatures, full of eyes in front and behind:

the first living creature like a 

lion, the second living creature like an ox, the third living creature with the 

face of a man, and the fourth living creature like an eagle in flight.

And the 

four living creatures, each of them with six wings, are full of eyes all around 

and within, and day and night they never cease to say, 

 “Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord God Almighty, 

 who was and is and is to come!” […]

Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the 

first earth had passed away, and the sea was no more.

city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a 

bride adorned for her husband. 3  And I heard a loud voice from the throne 

saying, “Behold, the dwelling place of God is among mortals. He will dwell 

with them, and they will be his people, and God himself will be with them as 

their God.
