WORSHIP IN SONG 

 

 

OPENING PRAYER 

 

READINGS:                 1 Corinthians 12:3b-13  
3  

And no one can say “Jesus is Lord” except in the Holy Spirit. 
4  

Now there 

are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit; 
5  

and there are varieties of  

service, but the same Lord; 
6  

and there are varieties of activities, but it is 

the same God who empowers them all in everyone. 
7  

To each is given the 

manifestation of the Spirit for the common good. 
8  

For to one is given 

through the Spirit the utterance of wisdom, and to another the utterance 

of knowledge according to the same Spirit, 
9  

to another faith by the same 

Spirit, to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit, 
10  

to another the  

working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another the ability to distin-

guish between spirits, to another various kinds of tongues, to another the 

interpretation of tongues. 
11 

All these are empowered by one and the 

same Spirit, who apportions to each one individually as he wills.  
12  

For just 

as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the 

body, though many, are one body, so it is with Christ. 
13  

For in one Spirit 

we were all baptized into one body—Jews or Greeks, slaves or free—and 

all were made to drink of one Spirit. 

                                Acts 2:1-14a; 37-38; 41-47     
1 When the day of Pentecost arrived, they were all together in one place. 2  

And suddenly there came from heaven a sound like a mighty rushing 

wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. 
3  

And divided 

tongues as of fire appeared to them and rested on each one of them. 
4  

And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other 

tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance. 

5  
Now there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout people from every 

nation under heaven. 
6
 And at this sound the multitude came together, 

and they were bewildered, because each one was hearing them speak in

their own language. 
7 
And they were amazed and astonished, saying, “Are 

not all these who are speaking Galileans? 8 And how is it that we hear, each 

of us in their own native language? 
9  

Parthians and Medes and Elamites and 

residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 
10  

Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya belonging to Cyrene, 

and visitors from Rome, 
11  

both Jews and proselytes, Cretans and Arabians—

we hear them telling in our own tongues the mighty works of God.” 
12  

And 

all were amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, “What does this 

mean?” 
13  

But others mocking said, “They are filled with new wine.” 

14
 But Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up his voice and addressed 

them.  […] 

37  
Now when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter 

and the rest of the apostles, “Brothers and sisters, what shall we do?” 
38 

And 

Peter said to them, “Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name 

of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift 

of the Holy Spirit. […] 

41  
So those who received his word were baptized, and there were added 

that day about three thousand souls.  
42  

And they devoted themselves to 

the apostles’ teaching and the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the 

prayers. 
43  

And awe came upon every soul, and many wonders and signs 

were being done through the apostles. 
44  

And all who believed were to-

gether and had all things in common. 
45  

And they were selling their  

possessions and belongings and distributing the proceeds to all, as any had 

need. 
46  

And day by day, attending the temple together and breaking bread 

in their homes, they received their food with glad and generous hearts, 
47  

praising God and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to 

their number day by day those who were being saved.
