OPENING PRAYER 

 

 

READINGS       Genesis 2:4-8,18-25 

These are the generations 

 of the heavens and the earth when they  were created, 

 in the day that the Lord God made the earth and the heavens. 

5 
When no bush of the field was yet in the land and no small plant of the 

field had yet sprung up—for the Lord God had not caused it to rain on the 

land, and there was no one to work the ground, 
6  

and a mist was going up 

from the land and was watering the whole face of the ground—
  7

 then the 

Lord God formed the man of dust from the ground and breathed into his 

nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living creature. 8  And the 

Lord God planted a garden in Eden, in the east, and there he put the man 

whom he had formed.  […] 

18  
Then the Lord God said, “It is not good that the man should be alone; I 

will make him a helper fit for him.” 
 19  

Now out of the ground the Lord God 

had formed every beast of the field and every bird of the heavens and 

brought them to the man to see what he would call them. And whatever 

the man called every living creature, that was its name. 
20  

The man gave 

names to all livestock and to the birds of the heavens and to every beast of 

the field. But for Adam there was not found a helper fit for him. 21  So the 

Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and while he slept 

took one of his ribs and closed up its place with flesh. 
22  

And the rib that 

the Lord God had taken from the man he made into a woman and brought 

her to the man. 
23  

Then the man said, 

 “This at last is bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; 

 she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.” 

24
 Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and hold fast to his 

wife, and they shall become one flesh. 
25  

And the man and his wife were 

both naked and were not ashamed.  
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Ecclesiastes 4:9-12 

9  
Two are better than one, because they have a good reward for their toil. 

10
 

For if they fall, one will lift up the other. But woe to the one who is alone and 

falls and does not have another to help. 
11  

Again, if two lie together, they 

keep warm, but how can one keep warm alone? 
12 

And though one might 

prevail against another who is alone, two will withstand one —a threefold 

cord is not quickly broken.

Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children. 

2  
And walk in love, as 

Christ loved us and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice 

to God […] 
31

 “Therefore a man shall leave his father and mother and hold fast to his 

wife, and the two shall become one flesh.” 
32  

This mystery is profound, and I

The Lord is here.  Lift up your hearts.
