OPENING PRAYER

READINGS Genesis 3:1-13a

" Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the
Lord God had made. He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, 'You
shall not eat of any tree in the garden’?” ¢ And the woman said to the ser-
pent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden, * but God said,
"You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the midst of the garden,
neither shall you touch it, lest you die.”” * But the serpent said to the wom-
an, “You will not surely die. * For God knows that when you eat of it your
eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” ® So
when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a
delight to the eyes, and that the tree was to be desired to make one wise,
she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her husband who
was with her, and he ate. ” Then the eyes of both were opened, and they
knew that they were naked. And they sewed fig leaves together and made
themselves loincloths.

®And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the
cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence
of the Lord God among the trees of the garden. ? But the Lord God called
to the man and said to him, “Where are you?” Y And he aid, “I heard the
sound of you in the garden, and | was afraid, because | was naked, and |

hid myself.” "' He said, “Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten
of the tree of which | commanded you not to eat?” " The man said, “The
woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit of the tree, and

| ate.”

 Then the Lord God said to the woman, “What is this that you have done?”



Luke 24:13-35

" That very day two of them were going to a village named Emmaus, about
seven miles from Jerusalem, * and they were talking with each other about
all these things that had happened. " While they were talking and discussing
together, Jesus himself drew near and went with them. '® But their eyes were
kept from recognizing him. " And he said to them, “What is this conversa-
tion that you are holding with each other as you walk?” And they stood still,
looking sad. "® Then one of them, named Cleopas, answered him, “Are you
the only visitor to Jerusalem who does not know the things that have hap-
pened there in these days?” ™ And he said to them, "What things?” And
they said to him, “Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, a man who was a prophet
mighty in deed and word before God and all the people, ?° and how our
chief priests and rulers delivered him up to be condemned to death, and
crucified him. ?' But we had hoped that he was the one to redeem Israel.
Yes, and besides all this, it is now the third day since these things happened.
% More-over, some women of our company amazed us. They were at the
tomb early in the morning, #* and when they did not find his body, they
came back saying that they had even seen a vision of angels, who said that
he was alive. ** Some of those who were with us went to the tomb and
found it just as the women had said, but him they did not see.” > And he
said to them, "O foolish ones, and slow of heart to believe all that the
prophets have spoken! “° Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer
these things and enter into his glory?” *' And beginning with Moses and all
the Prophets, he interpreted to them in all the Scriptures the things
concerning himself.

%% So they drew near to the village to which they were going. He acted as if
he were going farther,  but they urged him strongly, saying, “Stay with us,
for it is toward evening and the day is now far spent.” So he went in to stay
with them. ** When he was at table with them, he took the bread and
blessed and broke it and gave it to them. *' And their eyes were opened,
and they recognized him. And he vanished from their sight. ** They said to
each other, "Did not our hearts burn within us while he talked to us on the
road, while he opened to us the Scriptures?” ** And they rose that same
hour and returned to Jerusalem. And they found the eleven and those who
were with them gathered together, ** saying, “The Lord has risen indeed,
and has appeared to Simon!” * Then they told what had happened on the
road...

CONFESSION OF FAITH

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven
and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who pro-
ceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the
Son is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the
prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We
acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for
the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
Amen.
