READINGS:                       Romans 8:31-39  

31  
What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be 

against us? 
32  

He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us 

all, how will he not also with him graciously give us all things? 
33  

Who shall 

bring any charge against God’s elect? It is God who justifies. 
34  

Who is to 

condemn? Christ Jesus is the one who died—more than that, who was 

raised—who is at the right hand of God, who indeed is interceding for us. 
35  

Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or  

distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or danger, or sword?  
36  As it is written, 

 “For your sake we are being killed all the day long; 

 we are regarded as sheep to be slaughtered.” 

37  
No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who 

loved us. 
38  

For I am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, 

nor things present nor things to come, nor powers, 
39  

nor height nor 

depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from 

the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

36

 As they were talking about these things, Jesus himself stood among 

them, and said to them, “Peace to you!” 
37 

But they were startled and 

frightened and thought they saw a spirit. 
38 

And he said to them, “Why are 

you troubled, and why do doubts arise in your hearts? 
39 

See my hands 

and my feet, that it is I myself. Touch me, and see. For a spirit does not 

have flesh and bones as you see that I have.” 
40  

And when he had said 

this, he showed them his hands and his feet. 
41  

And while they still  
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disbelieved for joy and were marveling, he said to them, “Have you anything 

here to eat?” 42  They gave him a piece of broiled fish, 43  and he took it and 

ate before them. 

44  
Then he said to them, “These are my words that I spoke to you while I 

was still with you, that everything written about me in the Law of Moses and 

the Prophets and the Psalms must be fulfilled.” 
45  

Then he opened their 

minds to understand the Scriptures, 
46  

and said to them, “Thus it is written, 

that the Christ should suffer and on the third day rise from the dead, 
47  

and 

that repentance for the forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in his 

name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. 
48 

You are witnesses of these 

things. 
49  

And behold, I am sending the promise of my Father upon you. But 

stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on high.” 

50  
And he led them out as far as Bethany, and lifting up his hands he blessed 

them. 
51  

While he blessed them, he parted from them and was carried up 

into heaven. 
52  

And they worshiped him and returned to Jerusalem with 

great joy, 
53
