OPENING PRAYER

READINGS Genesis 32:3-11; 33:1-4

? And Jacob sent messengers before him to Esau his brother in the land of
Seir, the country of Edom, * instructing them, “Thus you shall say to my lord
Esau: Thus says your servant Jacob, ‘I have sojourned with Laban and
stayed until now. ° | have oxen, donkeys, flocks, male servants, and female
servants. | have sent to tell my lord, in order that | may find favour in your
sight.”

® And the messengers returned to Jacob, saying, “We came to your brother
Esau, and he is coming to meet you, and there are four hundred men with

him.” ” Then Jacob was greatly afraid and distressed. He divided the people
who were with him, and the flocks and herds and camels, into two camps, ©
thinking, “If Esau comes to the one camp and attacks it, then the camp that
is left will escape.”

? And Jacob said, "O God of my father Abraham and God of my father
Isaac, O Lord who said to me, ‘Return to your country and to your kindred,
that | may do you good,’ ' I am not worthy of the least of all the deeds of
steadfast love and all the faithfulness that you have shown to your servant,
for with only my staff | crossed this Jordan, and now | have become two
camps. " Please deliver me from the hand of my brother, from the hand of
Esau, for | fear him, that he may come and attack me, the mothers with the
children. [...]

33 " And Jacob lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, Esau was coming,
and four hundred men with him. So he divided the children among Leah
and Rachel and the two female servants. > And he put the servants with
their children in front, then Leah with her children, and Rachel and Joseph



last of all. > He himself went on before them, bowing himself to the ground
seven times, until he came near to his brother. * But Esau ran to meet him
and embraced him and fell on his neck and kissed him, and they wept.

Luke 15:11-32

""And [Jesus] said, “There was a man who had two sons. ' And the younger
of them said to his father, ‘Father, give me the share of property that is
coming to me. And he divided his property between them. * Not many
days later, the younger son gathered all he had and took a journey into a
far country, and there he squandered his property in reckless living. " And
when he had spent everything, a severe famine arose in that country, and
he began to be in need. * So he went and hired himself out to one of the
citizens of that country, who sent him into his fields to feed pigs. ® And he
was longing to be fed with the pods that the pigs ate, and no one gave him
anything.

"7 *But when he came to himself, he said, 'How many of my father's hired
servants have more than enough bread, but | perish here with hunger! ™ |
will arise and go to my father, and | will say to him, “Father, | have sinned
against heaven and before you. " | am no longer worthy to be called your
son. Treat me as one of your hired servants.” ° And he arose and came to
his father. But while he was still a long way off, his father saw him and felt
compassion, and ran and embraced him and kissed him. ¢ And the son said
to him, ‘Father, | have sinned against heaven and before you. | am no longer
worthy to be called your son.’ #* But the father said to his servants, ‘Bring
quickly the best robe, and put it on him, and put a ring on his hand, and
shoes on his feet. 2 And bring the fattened calf and kill it, and let us eat and
celebrate. #* For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is
found.” And they began to celebrate.

% “Now his older son was in the field, and as he came and drew near to the
house, he heard music and dancing. %5 And he called one of the servants
and asked what these things meant. ?” And he said to him, "Your brother has
come, and your father has killed the fattened calf, because he has received
him back safe and sound.’ *® But he was angry and refused to go in. His
father came out and entreated him, °° but he answered his father, ‘Look,
these many years | have served you, and | never disobeyed your command,
yet you never gave me a young goat, that | might celebrate with my friends.
%% But when this son of yours came, who has devoured your property with
prostitutes, you killed the fattened calf for him!" *" And he said to him, ‘Son,



you are always with me, and all that is mine is yours. * It was fitting to cele-
brate and be glad, for this your brother was dead, and is alive; he was lost,
and is found.”

CREED

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?
