READINGS 1 John 4:7-19

" Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God, and whoever loves
has been born of God and knows God. ® Anyone who does not love does
not know God, because God is love. ? In this the love of God was made
manifest among us, that God sent his only Son into the world, so that we
might live through him. " In this is love, not that we have loved God but
that he loved us and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. "' Be-
loved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another. ¥ No one has
ever seen God; if we love one another, God abides in us and his love is per-
fected in us.

" By this we know that we abide in him and he in us, because he has given
us of his Spirit. " And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent his
Son to be the Saviour of the world. " Whoever confesses that Jesus is the
Son of God, God abides in them, and they in God. ® So we have come to
know and to believe the love that God has for us. God is love, and whoever
abides in love abides in God, and God abides in them. " By this is love per-
fected with us, so that we may have confidence for the day of judgement,
because as he is so also are we in this world. ® There is no fear in love, but
perfect love casts out fear. For fear has to do with punishment, and whoev-
er fears has not been perfected in love.  We love because he first loved us.

CONFESSION OF FAITH

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven
and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.

Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ?

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally
begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God
from true God, begotten, not made, of one being with the Father;
through him all things were made.

Do you believe and trust in the saving work of Jesus Christ?

For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, was incar-
nate by the Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary and was made man. For
our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death
and was buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with
the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right
hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living
and the dead and his kingdom will have no end.

Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit?

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who pro-
ceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the
Son is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the
prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We
acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for
the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
