OPENING PRAYER 

 

 

READINGS       2 Timothy 3:12-17  

  
12  

Indeed, all who desire to live a godly life in Christ Jesus will be  

persecuted, 
13  

while evil people and impostors will go on from bad to 

worse, deceiving and being deceived. 
14

 But as for you, continue in what 

you have learned and have firmly believed, knowing from whom you 

learned it 
15  

and how from childhood you have been acquainted with the 

sacred writings, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith 

in Christ Jesus. 
16  

All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for 

teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness,  
17

 that everyone who belongs to God may be complete, equipped for every 

good work.  

    Luke 24:13-21a, 25-27, 30-32  

13
 That very day two of them were going to a village named Emmaus, about 

seven miles from Jerusalem, 
14  

and they were talking with each other about 

all these things that had happened. 
15

 While they were talking and  

discussing together, Jesus himself drew near and went with them. 
16  

But 

their eyes were kept from recognizing him. 
17 

And he said to them, “What is 

this conversation that you are holding with each other as you walk?” And 

they stood still, looking sad.  
18 

Then one of them, named Cleopas,  

answered him, “Are you the only visitor to Jerusalem who does not know 

the things that have happened there in these days?” 
19  

And he said to them, 

“What things?” And they said to him, “Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, a man 

who was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the peo-

ple, 
20  

and how our chief priests and rulers delivered him up to be con-

demned to death, and crucified him. 
21  

But we had hoped that he was the 

one to redeem Israel. […] 
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25 And he said to them, “O foolish ones, and slow of heart to believe all that 

the prophets have spoken! 
26  

Was it not necessary that the Christ should 

suffer these things and enter into his glory?” 
27 

And beginning with Moses 

and all the Prophets, he interpreted to them in all the Scriptures the things 

concerning himself. […] 

30
 When he was at table with them, he took the bread and blessed and 

broke it and gave it to them. 
31  

And their eyes were opened, and they rec-

ognized him. And he vanished from their sight. 
32  

They said to each other, 

“Did not our hearts burn within us while he talked to us on the road, while

CONFESSION OF FAITH      

        

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?  

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven 

and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. 

Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ? 

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally 

begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God 

from true God, begotten, not made, of one being with the Father; 

through him all things were made.  

 

Do you believe and trust in the saving work of Jesus Christ?   

For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, was incar-

nate by the Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary and was made man.  For 

our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death 

and was buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with 

the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right 

hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living 

and the dead and his kingdom will have no end. 
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Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit?  

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who pro-

ceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the 

Son is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the 

prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We 

acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for 

the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
