READINGS:                     Revelation 21:1-7, 22-27 
1 
Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first 

earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. 
2  

And I saw the holy city, 

new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride 

adorned for her husband. 
3  

And I heard a loud voice from the throne  

saying, “Behold, the dwelling place of God is with people. He will dwell with 

them, and they will be his people, and God himself will be with them as 

their God. 
4  

He will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be 

no more, neither shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for 

the former things have passed away.” 

5 And he who was seated on the throne said, “Behold, I am making all 

things new.” Also he said, “Write this down, for these words are trustworthy 

and true.” 
6 
And he said to me, “It is done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, 

the beginning and the end. To the thirsty I will give from the spring of the 

water of life without payment. 
7 
The one who conquers will have this herit-

age, and I will be their God and they will be my child. “ […] 

22 
 And I saw no temple in the city, for its temple is the Lord God the  

Almighty and the Lamb. 
23

 And the city has no need of sun or moon to 

shine on it, for the glory of God gives it light, and its lamp is the Lamb.  
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24  
By its light will the nations walk, and the rulers of the earth will bring 

their glory into it, 
25  

and its gates will never be shut by day—and there will 

be no night there. 
26  

They will bring into it the glory and the honour of the 

nations. 
27  

But nothing unclean will ever enter it, nor anyone who does 

what is detestable or false, but only those who are written in the Lamb’s 

book of life.  

 

        Matthew 24:29-36  
29  

[Jesus said:]  “Immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun will 

be darkened, and the moon will not give its light, and the stars will fall from 

heaven, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken. 30  Then will appear 

in heaven the sign of the Son of Man, and then all the tribes of the earth 

will mourn, and they will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of 

heaven with power and great glory. 
31  

And he will send out his angels with 

a loud trumpet call, and they will gather his elect from the four winds, from 

one end of heaven to the other. 

32  
From the fig tree learn its lesson: as soon as its branch becomes tender 

and puts out its leaves, you know that summer is near. 
33  

So also, when 

you see all these things, you know that he is near, at the very gates.  
34  

Truly, I say to you, this generation will not pass away until all these things 

take place. 
35  

Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass 

away.  
36  

But concerning that day and hour no one knows, not even the 

angels of heaven, nor the Son, but the Father only.”
