OPENING PRAYER 

 

 

 

READINGS:                         Ephesians 2:11-22 

 
11
 Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles in the flesh, called “the 

uncircumcision” by what is called the circumcision, which is made in the 

flesh by hands— 
12  

remember that you were at that time separated from 

Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers to the  

covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. 
13 

But 

now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by 

the blood of Christ. 
14

 For he himself is our peace, who has made us both 

one and has broken down in his flesh the dividing wall of hostility 
15  

by 

abolishing the law of commandments expressed in ordinances, that he 

might create in himself one new humanity in place of the two, so making 

peace, 
16  

and might reconcile us both to God in one body through the 

cross, thereby killing the hostility. 
17  

And he came and preached peace to 

you who were far off and peace to those who were near. 
18  

For through 

him we both have access in one Spirit to the Father. 
19  

So then you are no 

longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints and 

members of the household of God, 20  built on the foundation of the apos-

tles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone, 
21 

in whom 

the whole structure, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the 

Lord. 
22  

In him you also are being built together into a dwelling place for 

God by the Spirit.  
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    Mark 11:15-18 

15
 And they came to Jerusalem. And [Jesus] entered the temple and  

began to drive out those who sold and those who bought in the temple, 

and he overturned the tables of the money-changers and the seats of those 

who sold pigeons. 
16 

And he would not allow anyone to carry anything 

through the temple. 
17  

And he was teaching them and saying to them, “Is it 

not written, ‘My house shall be called a house of prayer for all the nations’? 

But you have made it a den of robbers.” 
18  

And the chief priests and the 

scribes heard it and were seeking a way to destroy him, for they feared him, 

because all the crowd was astonished at his teaching.
