OPENING PRAYER 

 

 

READINGS       Ephesians 3:1-13  

  
1 
 For this reason I, Paul, a prisoner of Christ  Jesus on behalf of you Gen-

tiles— 
2  

assuming that you have heard of the stewardship of God’s grace 

that was given to me for you, 
3  

how the mystery was made known to me by 

revelation, as I have written briefly. 
4  

When you read this, you can perceive 

my insight into the mystery of Christ, 
5  

which was not made known to the 

children of humankind in other generations as it has now been revealed to 

his holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit. 
6
 This mystery is that the Gen-

tiles are fellow heirs, members of the same body, and partakers of the 

promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel. 

7  
Of this gospel I was made a minister according to the gift of God’s grace, 

which was given me by the working of his power. 
8 
To me, though I am the 

very least of all the saints, this grace was given, to preach to the Gentiles 

the unsearchable riches of Christ, 
9  

and to bring to light for everyone what 

is the plan of the mystery hidden for ages in God, who created all things, 
10

 

so that through the church the manifold wisdom of God might now be 

made known to the rulers and authorities in the heavenly places. 
11  

This was 

according to the eternal purpose that he has realized in Christ Jesus our 

Lord, 12  in whom we have boldness and access with confidence through our 

faith in him. 
13  

So I ask you not to lose heart over what I am suffering for 

you, which is your glory.   

 

             John 12:20-26; 31-32         

20 
Now among those who went up to worship at the feast were some 

Greeks. 
21  

So these came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida in Galilee, and 

asked him, “Sir, we wish to see Jesus.” 
22  

Philip went and told Andrew;  
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Andrew and Philip went and told Jesus. 
23 

And Jesus answered them, “The 

hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. 
24  

Truly, truly, I say to 

you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains alone; 

but if it dies, it bears much fruit. 
25 

Whoever loves their life loses it, and who-

ever hates their life in this world will keep it for eternal life. 
26  

If anyone 

serves me, they must follow me; and where I am, there will my servant be 

also. If anyone serves me, the Father will honour them. […] 

31  
Now is the judgement of this world; now will the ruler of this world be 

cast out. 
32  

And I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead 

and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who pro-

ceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the 

Son is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the 

prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We 

acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for 

the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
