Dear friends in Christ, every year at the time of the Christian Passover we 

celebrate our redemption through the death and resurrection of our Lord 

Jesus Christ.  Lent is a time to prepare for this celebration and to renew 

our life in Him.  We continue in this holy season by remembering our 

need for repentance, and for the mercy and forgiveness proclaimed in the 

Gospel of Jesus Christ. 

I invite you, therefore, in the name of the Lord, to observe a holy Lent by 

self-examination, penitence, prayer, fasting and almsgiving, and by read-

ing and meditating on the word of God.  

 

And so now let us either sit or kneel before our Creator and Redeemer, 

and confess our sins. 

 

 

 

CONFESSION & ABSOLUTION 

Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, you made all 

things, and you call everyone to account.  In sorrow, we confess 

the sins we have committed against you, in thought, word and 

deed.  We turn from our sins and are truly sorry for them; they 

are a burden we cannot bear.  Have mercy on us, most merciful 

Father.  For the sake of your Son our Lord Jesus Christ, forgive us 

all that is past.  Enable us to serve and please you in newness of 

life, to your honour and glory, through Jesus Christ our Lord.  

Amen. 

Almighty God our heavenly Father; who has promised to forgive the sins 

of all who turn to him with repentance and faith, have mercy on us;  

pardon and deliver us from all our sins, strengthen us to do his will, and 

keep us in eternal life, through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen. 
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READINGS        Ephesians 5:1-21 

 
1  

Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children. 
2  

And walk in love, as 

Christ loved us and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice 

to God.  
3  

But sexual immorality and all impurity or covetousness must not 

even be named among you, as is proper among saints. 
4  

Let there be no 

filthiness nor foolish talk nor crude joking, which are out of place, but in-

stead let there be thanksgiving. 
5  

For you may be sure of this, that everyone 

who is sexually immoral or impure, or who is covetous (that is, an idolater), 

has no inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and God. 
6  

Let no one deceive 

you with empty words, for because of these things the wrath of God comes 

upon the children of disobedience. 
7  

Therefore do not become partners 

with them; 
8  

for at one time you were darkness, but now you are light in the 

Lord. Walk as children of light 
9  

(for the fruit of light is found in all that is 

good and right and true), 
10  

and try to discern what is pleasing to the Lord. 
11  

Take no part in the unfruitful works of darkness, but instead expose them.  
12  

For it is shameful even to speak of the things that they do in secret. 
13 

But 

when anything is exposed by the light, it becomes visible, 14  for anything 

that becomes visible is light. Therefore it says, 

 “Awake, O sleeper, 

  and arise from the dead, 

 and Christ will shine on you.” 
15  

Look carefully then how you walk, not as unwise but as wise, 
16  

making the 

best use of the time, because the days are evil. 
17  

Therefore do not be fool-

ish, but understand what the will of the Lord is. 
18  

And do not get drunk with 

wine, for that is debauchery, but be filled with the Spirit,  
19 

addressing one 

another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melo-

dy to the Lord with your heart, 
20  

giving thanks always and for everything to 

God the Father in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
21  

submitting to one 

another out of reverence for Christ. 

    Matthew 6:19-24  

19  
[Jesus said:]  “Do not lay up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth 

and rust destroy and where thieves break in and steal, 
20  

but lay up for 

yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroys and 

where thieves do not break in and steal. 
21  

For where your treasure is, there 

your heart will be also. 

22
 The eye is the lamp of the body. So, if your eye is healthy, your whole 

body will be full of light, 
23  

but if your eye is bad, your whole body will be 
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full of darkness. If then the light in you is darkness, how great is the dark-

ness!  
24  

No one can serve two masters, for either they will hate the one and 

love the other, or they will be devoted to the one and despise the other.
