CONFESSION & ABSOLUTION

you. Forgive us for deception and untruthfulness in our dealings
with others. Forgive us in our glances and imagination; for pining
after more comfort, status, beauty and wealth than you have given
us. Forgive us for our hard-heartedness toward you and our
neighbours; for our pride and self-absorption; and above all, for
doubting your love for us. We thank you for your mercy and the
grace to amend our lives, and we ask for your Spirit to transform
us into your likeness. Amen.



Leader: May Almighty God, whose steadfast love is as great as the heavens
are high above the earth, remove our sins from us, as far as the east is from
the west, strengthen our life in his kingdom, and keep us upright to the last
day; through Jesus Christ our merciful Lord. Amen.

READINGS: Ephesians 6:10-24

"% Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of his might. " Put on the
whole armour of God, that you may be able to stand against the schemes of
the devil. ¥ For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against the
rulers, against the authorities, against the cosmic powers over this present
darkness, against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly places.

" Therefore take up the whole armour of God, that you may be able to
withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand firm. ™ Stand there-
fore, having fastened on the belt of truth, and having put on the breastplate
of righteousness, * and, as shoes for your feet, having put on the readiness
given by the gospel of peace. © In all circumstances take up the shield of
faith, with which you can extinguish all the flaming darts of the evil one; "/
and take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the
word of God, * praying at all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplica-
tion. To that end, keep alert with all perseverance, making supplication for
all the saints, " and also for me, that words may be given to me in opening
my mouth boldly to proclaim the mystery of the gospel, ?° for which | am an
ambassador in chains, that I may declare it boldly, as | ought to speak.
