A Liturgical Style of Worship 

This booklet will hopefully help make you feel more comfortable, es-

pecially if this is new to you. 

Liturgical worship simply means we follow a particular order of service 

that is grounded in liturgy or "the work of the people". We use a  

liturgical form of service for our gatherings because we are not put-

ting on a show for people to watch. Rather, the liturgy walks us 

through the wonderful story of Jesus Christ in a sequence that brings 

home the good news of God's grace to us. Each week we are brought 

back to the strange and amazing story of God with us. Today, our ser-

vice is from the English Prayer Book - (EPB) contemporized version 

of the  

original prayer book from when the Anglican Church began in the 

1500’s. The EPB is basically scripture, re-ordered. 

If this is new to you please join in only where you are comfortable. 

You'll get the hang of it after a few goes. Look out for and 

and (whichever is your preference) instructions or just fol-

low what your neighbour is doing (assuming they have been here be-

fore). In general, we stand to praise, sit to learn and sit/kneel to pray. 

Bold print directs you to join in unison.

Welcome One Another 

Why do we do this? 
"Welcome one another as  
Christ has welcomed you, 
for the glory of God”  
(Romans 15:7) We come 
from delightfully diverse 
backgrounds yet Christ 
draws us together! Take a 
few moments to welcome 
those around you while 
we move up and in to 
make space for latecom-
ers. 
 
Musical Worship 
Join in with our worship 
team as you feel led, 
sitting or standing as you 
are comfortable. The 
historic tradition uses 
music and song to direct 
ourselves towards God in 
praise and to direct our 
own hearts towards God's 
truth. 
 
Opening Prayers 
Worshipping God must 
begin with a heart pre-
pared to enter into his 
presence. The Collect is a 
prayer that collects the 
intentions of our service; 
each Sunday there is a 
different collect paired 
with the readings and 
sermon message.  
 
 
The Kyrie  
(Greek for Lord) 
We worship God as Trini-
ty, appealing first to the 
Lord, our Father, second-
ly to the Lord Christ and 
the third to the Lord, the 
Holy Spirit. 

Then we recite the mutual 
greeting drawn from Ruth 
2:4 when Boaz greets his 
reapers: The Lord be with 
you. And with thy spirit. 
We speak to each other 
under God's gaze. 
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THE COLLECT OF THE DAY  

Almighty and most merciful God, grant that 

by the indwelling of your Holy Spirit we may 

be enlightened and strengthened for your  

service; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who 

lives and reigns with you, in the unity of the 

Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

36 1 Bezalel and Oholiab and every craftsperson 

in whom the Lord has put skill and intelligence to 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Proclamation of the 
Word 
We take time to quiet our 
minds and listen to the 
scriptures which we 
honour and value as 
God's word to us.

The Proclama-
tion of the Word has two

Therefore with angels and archangels, and with all 

the company of heaven, we praise and magnify your 

glorious name, forever praising you, and singing: 

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, 

Heaven and earth are full of your glory.

On the night that Jesus was betrayed, he took bread 

and when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave 

it to his disciples, saying: 

 Take, eat this is my body which is given for 

 you. Do this in remembrance of me. 

Eucharistic Prayer 
Modeled after Jewish 
table prayers of blessing, 
the Eucharistic Prayer 
explores and explains 
something of the wonder 
of Jesus' death for us, as 
Paul wrote:"as often as 
you eat this bread and 
drink the cup, you pro-
claim the Lord's death 
until he comes." 

The prayer contains the 
words Jesus used during 
the Last Supper. As we 
hear these words and go 
forward together, we feed 
on him, in our hearts, by 
faith, with thanksgiving.  

The table is prepared 
while the prayer is spo-
ken, much as we prepare 
ourselves to receive the 
Eucharist. 
 
Holy, holy, holy Lord... 

The Sanctus (Holy, holy, 
holy Lord) names that 
which is sacred, holy, 
hallowed, consecrated 
and inviolable: "Lord, 
God of power and 
Might". 
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In the same way, after supper, Jesus took the cup 

and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 

saying: 

 Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the 

 new covenant which is shed for you and for 

 many for the forgiveness of sins. Do this, as 

 often as you drink it, in remembrance of me. 

 

Accept through Jesus Christ, our great high priest, 

this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; and as 

we eat and drink these holy gifts, grant by the  

power of your life-giving Spirit that we may be 

made one in your holy Church and partakers of the 

body and blood of your Son, that he may dwell in 

us and we in him: Through the same Jesus Christ 

our Lord, by whom, and with whom, and in whom, 

in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and  

glory are yours, Almighty Father, for ever and 

ever.  Amen. 

 

We do not presume to come to this your  

table, merciful Lord, trusting in our own  

righteousness, but in your abundant and 

great mercies. We are not even worthy to 

gather up the crumbs under your table. But 

you are the same Lord who delights in show-

ing mercy.  

 

Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat 

this bread and to drink this wine, that our  

bodies and souls may be cleansed by Christ's 

body and blood, and that we may evermore 

dwell in him, and he in us.

The Prayer of Humble 
Access  
Before receiving com-
munion, we remind our-
selves of the true nature 
of God that though we 
have done nothing wor-
thy of being received at 
the communion rail, we 
are welcome to receive 
his body and blood. This 
prayer reminds us how to 
receive this gift: in humil-
ity. The language of the 
prayer is taken from the 
Canaanite woman's hum-
ble approach to Jesus in 
Mark 7.
