OPENING PRAYER 

 

 

READINGS       Exodus 35:30-36:7  

  
30 

 Then Moses said to the people of Israel, “See, the Lord has called by 

name Bezalel the son of Uri, son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah; 
31

 and he has 

filled him with the Spirit of God, with skill, with intelligence, with knowledge, 

and with all craftsmanship, 
32

 to devise artistic designs, to work in gold and 

silver and bronze, 
33

 in cutting stones for setting, and in carving wood, for 

work in every skilled craft. 
34

 And he has inspired him to teach, both him 

and Oholiab the son of Ahisamach of the tribe of Dan. 
35  

He has filled them 

with skill to do every sort of work done by an engraver or by a designer or 

by an embroiderer in blue and purple and scarlet yarns and fine twined 

linen, or by a weaver—by any sort of worker or skilled designer.

 Bezalel and Oholiab and every craftsperson in whom the Lord has put 

skill and intelligence to know how to do any work in the construction of the 

sanctuary shall work in accordance with all that the Lord has commanded.” 
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And Moses called Bezalel and Oholiab and every craftsperson in whose 

mind the Lord had put skill, everyone whose heart stirred them up to come 

to do the work. 
3 
And they received from Moses all the contribution that the 

people of Israel had brought for doing the work on the sanctuary. They still 

kept bringing him freewill offerings every morning, 
4  

so that all the crafts-

people who were doing every sort of task on the sanctuary came, each 

from the task that they were doing, 
5  

and said to Moses, “The people bring 

much more than enough for doing the work that the Lord has commanded 

us to do.”  
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6  
So Moses gave command, and word was proclaimed throughout the 

camp, “Let no man or woman do anything more for the contribution for the 

sanctuary.” So the people were restrained from bringing, 
7  

for the material 

they had was sufficient to do all the work, and more.

54
 And coming to [Jesus’] hometown he taught them in their synagogue, so 

that they were astonished, and said, “Where did this man get this wisdom 

and these mighty works? 
55  

Is not this the carpenter’s son? Is not his mother 

called Mary? And are not his brothers James and Joseph and Simon and 

Judas? 56  And are not all his sisters with us? Where then did this man get all 

these things?” 
57  

And they took offense at him. But Jesus said to them, “A 

prophet is not without honour except in his hometown and in his own 

household.” 
58  

And he did not do many mighty works there, because of 

their unbelief.

CONFESSION OF FAITH      

        

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?  

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven 

and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. 

 

Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ? 

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally 

begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God 

from true God, begotten, not made, of one being with the Father; 

through him all things were made.  
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Do you believe and trust in the saving work of Jesus Christ?   

For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, was incar-

nate by the Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary and was made man.  For 

our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death 

and was buried.  On the third day he rose again in accordance with 

the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right 

hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living 

and the dead and his kingdom will have no end. 

 

Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit?  

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who pro-

ceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the 

Son is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the 

prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We 

acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for 

the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
