OPENING PRAYER 

 

 

READINGS        Ezekiel 36:22-29  

 
22

 “Therefore say to the house of Israel, Thus says the Lord God: It is not 

for your sake, O house of Israel, that I am about to act, but for the sake of 

my holy name, which you have profaned among the nations to which you 

came. 
23  

And I will vindicate the holiness of my great name, which has 

been profaned among the nations, and which you have profaned among 

them. And the nations will know that I am the Lord, declares the Lord 

God, when through you I vindicate my holiness before their eyes. 
24  

I will 

take you from the nations and gather you from all the countries and bring 

you into your own land. 
25  

I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you shall 

be clean from all your uncleannesses, and from all your idols I will cleanse 

you. 
26  

And I will give you a new heart, and a new spirit I will put within 

you. And I will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you a 

heart of flesh. 
27  

And I will put my Spirit within you, and cause you to walk 

in my statutes and be careful to obey my rules. 
28  

You shall dwell in the 

land that I gave to your ancestors, and you shall be my people, and I will 

be your God. 
29  

And I will deliver you from all your uncleannesses. And I 

will summon the grain and make it abundant and lay no famine upon 

you.”

Then the disciples came and said to him, “Why do you speak to them in 

parables?” 
11 

And he answered them, “To you it has been given to know 

the secrets of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been given. 
12  

For to the one who has, more will be given, and they will have an abun-

dance, but from the one who has not, even what they have will be taken 

away. 
13  

This is why I speak to them in parables, because seeing they do 
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not see, and hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand. 
14

 Indeed, in 

their case the prophecy of Isaiah is fulfilled that says: 

 “‘“You will indeed hear but never understand, 

  and you will indeed see but never perceive.” 

 
15  

For this people’s heart has grown dull, 

  and with their ears they can barely hear, 

  and their eyes they have closed, 

 lest they should see with their eyes 

  and hear with their ears 

 and understand with their heart 

  and turn, and I would heal them.’ 

16
 But blessed are your eyes, for they see, and your ears, for they hear. 

17  
For 

truly, I say to you, many prophets and righteous people longed to see what 

you see, and did not see it, and to hear what you hear, and did not hear it.
