OPENING PRAYER

READINGS: 1 John 3:16-24

'® By this we know love, that [Jesus] laid down his life for us, and we ought
to lay down our lives for the brothers and sisters. " But if anyone has the
world’'s goods and sees their brother or sister in need, yet closes their heart
against them, how does God's love abide in them? ® Little children, let us
not love in word or talk but in deed and in truth. By this we shall know
that we are of the truth and reassure our heart before him; % for when-ever
our heart condemns us, God is greater than our heart, and he knows every-
thing. ' Beloved, if our heart does not condemn us, we have confidence
before God:; #* and whatever we ask we receive from him, because we keep
his commandments and do what pleases him. “* And this is his command-
ment, that we believe in the name of his Son Jesus Christ and love one an-
other, just as he has commanded us. ** Whoever keeps his commandments
abides in God, and God in him. And by this we know that he abides in us,
by the Spirit whom he has given us.

" [Jesus said:] “If you love me, you will keep my commandments. '® And |
will ask the Father, and he will give you another Helper, to be with you for-
ever, " even the Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it
neither sees him nor knows him. You know him, for he dwells with you and
will be in you. ™ “I will not leave you as orphans; | will come to you.

not to the world?” #* Jesus answered him, “If anyone loves me, they will keep
my word, and my Father will love them, and we will come to them and make
our home with them. * Whoever does not love me does not keep my
words. And the word that you hear is not mine but the Father’s who sent
me.

%> These things | have spoken to you while | am still with you. #° But the
Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, he will teach
you all things and bring to your remembrance all that | have said to you. */
Peace | leave with you; my peace | give to you. Not as the world gives do |
give to you. Let not your hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid. [...]

16..." When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all the truth, for
he will not speak on his own authority, but whatever he hears he will speak,
and he will declare to you the things that are to come. "* He will glorify me,
for he will take what is mine and declare it to you. * All that the Father has is
mine; therefore | said that he will take what is mine and declare it to you. '® A
little while, and you will see me no longer; and again a little while, and you
will see me.”
