WORSHIP IN SONG 

 

 

OPENING PRAYER 

 

 

READINGS       1 Samuel 9:1-2; 15-21; 10:1-6, 9, 17-24    
1 
There was a man of Benjamin whose name was Kish, the son of Abiel, son 

of Zeror, son of Becorath, son of Aphiah, a Benjaminite, a man of wealth.  
2 
And he had a son whose name was Saul, a handsome young man. There 

was not a man among the people of Israel more handsome than he. From 

his shoulders upward he was taller than any of the people. […] 

 
15  

Now the day before Saul came, the Lord had revealed to Samuel:  
16  

“Tomorrow about this time I will send to you a man from the land of Ben-

jamin, and you shall anoint him to be prince over my people Israel. He shall 

save my people from the hand of the Philistines. For I have seen my people, 

because their cry has come to me.” 
17 

When Samuel saw Saul, the Lord told 

him, “Here is the man of whom I spoke to you! He it is who shall restrain my 

people.” 
18  

Then Saul approached Samuel in the gate and said, “Tell me 

where is the house of the seer?” 
19 

Samuel answered Saul, “I am the seer. Go 

up before me to the high place, for today you shall eat with me, and in the 

morning I will let you go and will tell you all that is on your mind. 
20  

As for 

your donkeys that were lost three days ago, do not set your mind on them, 

for they have been found. And for whom is all that is desirable in Israel? Is it 

not for you and for all your father’s house?” 
21 

Saul answered, “Am I not a 

Benjaminite, from the least of the tribes of Israel? And is not my clan the 

humblest of all the clans of the tribe of Benjamin? Why then have you spo-

ken to me in this way?” […]

1  

Then Samuel took a flask of oil and poured it on his head and kissed 

him and said, “Has not the Lord anointed you to be prince over his people 

Israel? And you shall reign over the people of the Lord and you will save 

them from the hand of their surrounding enemies. And this shall be the 

sign to you that the Lord has anointed you to be prince over his heritage.  
2 
When you depart from me today, you will meet two men by Rachel’s 
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tomb in the territory of Benjamin at Zelzah, and they will say to you, ‘The 

donkeys that you went to seek are found, and now your father has ceased 

to care about the donkeys and is anxious about you, saying, “What shall I 

do about my son?”’ 
3
 Then you shall go on from there farther and come to 

the oak of Tabor. Three men going up to God at Bethel will meet you there, 

one carrying three young goats, another carrying three loaves of bread, and 

another carrying a skin of wine. 
4
 And they will greet you and give you two 

loaves of bread, which you shall accept from their hand. 
5  

After that you 

shall come to Gibeath-elohim, where there is a garrison of the Philistines. 

And there, as soon as you come to the city, you will meet a group of proph-

ets coming down from the high place with harp, tambourine, flute, and lyre 

before them, prophesying. 6  Then the Spirit of the Lord will rush upon you, 

and you will prophesy with them and be turned into another man. […] 

 
9  

When he turned his back to leave Samuel, God gave him another heart. 

And all these signs came to pass that day. […] 

 
17  

Now Samuel called the people together to the Lord at Mizpah. 
18  

And he 

said to the people of Israel, “Thus says the Lord, the God of Israel, ‘I brought 

up Israel out of Egypt, and I delivered you from the hand of the Egyptians 

and from the hand of all the kingdoms that were oppressing you.’ 
19  

But 

today you have rejected your God, who saves you from all your calamities 

and your distresses, and you have said to him, ‘Set a king over us.’ Now 

therefore present yourselves before the Lord by your tribes and by your 

thousands.” 
20  

Then Samuel brought all the tribes of Israel near, and the 

tribe of Benjamin was taken by lot. 
21  

He brought the tribe of Benjamin near 

by its clans, and the clan of the Matrites was taken by lot; and Saul the son 

of Kish was taken by lot. But when they sought him, he could not be found. 
22 

So they inquired again of the Lord, “Is there a man still to come?” and the 

Lord said, “Behold, he has hidden himself among the baggage.” 
23 

Then 

they ran and took him from there. And when he stood among the people, 

he was taller than any of the people from his shoulders upward. 24  And 

Samuel said to all the people, “Do you see him whom the Lord has chosen? 

There is none like him among all the people.” And all the people shouted, 

“Long live the king!”

[Jesus said:] “What do you think? If a shepherd has a hundred sheep, and 

one of them has gone astray, does he not leave the ninety-nine on the 

mountains and go in search of the one that went astray? 
13

 And if he finds it, 

truly, I say to you, he rejoices over it more than over the ninety-nine that 
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never went astray. 
14  

So it is not the will of my Father who is in heaven that

CONFESSION OF FAITH
