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A Liturgical Style of Worship 

This booklet will hopefully help make you feel more comfortable, es-

pecially if this is new to you. 

Liturgical worship simply means we follow a particular order of service 

that is grounded in liturgy or "the work of the people". We use a  

liturgical form of service for our gatherings because we are not put-

ting on a show for people to watch. Rather, the liturgy walks us 

through the wonderful story of Jesus Christ in a sequence that brings 

home the good news of God's grace to us. Each week we are brought 

back to the strange and amazing story of God with us. Today, our  

service is from the English Prayer Book - (EPB) contemporized  

version of the original prayer book from when the Anglican Church 

began in the 1500’s. The EPB is basically scripture, re-ordered. 

If this is new to you please join in only where you are comfortable. 

You'll get the hang of it after a few goes. Look out for and 

and (whichever is your preference) instructions or just fol-

low what your neighbour is doing (assuming they have been here be-

fore). In general, we stand to praise, sit to learn and sit/kneel to pray. 

Bold print directs you to join in unison.

We worship God as Trini-
ty, appealing first to the 
Lord, our Father, second-
ly to the Lord Christ and 
the third to the Lord, the 
Holy Spirit. 

Then we recite the mutual 
greeting drawn from Ruth 
2:4 when Boaz greets his 
reapers: The Lord be with 
you. And with thy spirit. 
We speak to each other 
under God's gaze. 
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THE COLLECT OF THE DAY  

God of power and compassion, in Christ you 

reveal your will to heal and to save. Open our 

ears to your redeeming word and move our 

hearts by the strength of your love, so that 

our every word and work may proclaim Jesus 

as Messiah, who lives and reigns with you in 

the unity of the Holy Spirit, God for ever and 

ever.

We take time to quiet our 
minds and listen to the 
scriptures which we 
honour and value as 
God's word to us. We 
accept this as a gift and 
offer thanks to God in 
response. The Proclama-
tion of the Word has two 
distinct forms and func-
tions: hearing the Word 
spoken to us as we listen 
to God's voice through 
the words of the scrip-
ture, and hearing God's 
word broken apart that 
we might delve deeper 
into its meaning and be 
exhorted to not just hear 
the Word but to live it as 
well.

10  And I will appoint a place for my people Israel and will plant 

them, so that they may dwell in their own place and be disturbed no 

more. And violent people shall afflict them no more, as formerly,  
11  from the time that I appointed judges over my people Israel. And I 

will give you rest from all your enemies. Moreover, the Lord declares 

to you that the Lord will make you a house. 12  When your days are 

fulfilled and you lie down with your ancestors, I will raise up your 

offspring after you, who shall come from your body, and I will estab-

lish his kingdom. 13  He shall build a house for my name, and I will 

establish the throne of his kingdom forever. 14  I will be to him a  

father, and he shall be to me a son. When he commits iniquity, I will 

discipline him with the rod of men, with the stripes of the sons of 

men, 15  but my steadfast love will not depart from him, as I took it 

from Saul, whom I put away from before you.

claim the Lord's death 
until he comes." 

The prayer contains the 
words Jesus used during 
the Last Supper. As we 
hear these words and go 
forward together, we feed 
on him, in our hearts, by 
faith, with thanksgiving.  
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Therefore with angels and archangels, and with all 

the company of heaven, we praise and magnify 

your glorious name, forever praising you, and sing-

ing: 

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and 

might, 

Heaven and earth are full of your glory. 

Hosanna in the highest. 

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the 

Lord.  Hosanna in the highest. 

              

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, in your tender 

mercy you gave your only Son Jesus Christ to suffer 

death upon the cross for our redemption. He made 

there, by his once and for all offering of himself, a 

full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice for the sins of 

the whole world. He instituted, and in his holy gos-

pel, commands us to continue a perpetual memori-

al of his precious death until he comes again.
