OPENING PRAYER

READINGS: Hebrews 1:1-4, 2:5-12,14-18

"Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our ancestors
by the prophets, ? but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son,
whom he appointed the heir of all things, through whom also he created
the world. * He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of
his nature, and he upholds the universe by the word of his power. After
making purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on
high, * having become as much superior to angels as the name he has
inherited is more excellent than theirs. [...]

2 ° For it was not to angels that God subjected the world to come, of which
we are speaking. ° It has been testified somewhere,

"What are humans, that you are mindful of them,

or mortals, that you care for them?

’ You made them for a little while lower than the angels;
you have crowned them with glory and honour,
putting everything in subjection

under their feet.”
Now in putting everything in subjection to them, God left nothing outside
their control. At present, we do not yet see everything in subjection to
them. ° But we see him who for a little while was made lower than the an-
gels, namely Jesus, crowned with glory and honour because of the suffering
of death, so that by the grace of God he might taste death for everyone.

"% For it was fitting that he, for whom and by whom all things exist, in bring-
ing many to glory, should make the founder of their salvation perfect
through suffering. " For he who sanctifies and those who are sanctified all
have one source. That is why he is not ashamed to call them brothers and
sisters, 1 saying,



“| will tell of your name to my brothers and sisters;
in the midst of the congregation | will sing your praise.” [...]

" Since therefore the children share in flesh and blood, he himself likewise
partook of the same things, that through death he might destroy the one
who has the power of death, that is, the devil, * and deliver all those who
through fear of death were subject to lifelong slavery. '® For surely it is not
angels that he helps, but he helps the offspring of Abraham. " Therefore he
had to be made like his brothers and sisters in every respect, so that he
might become a merciful and faithful high priest in the service of God, to
make propitiation for the sins of the people. ™ For because he himself has
suffered when tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.

Matthew 17:1-8

"And after six days Jesus took with him Peter and James, and John his
brother, and led them up a high mountain by themselves. * And he was
transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun, and his clothes
became white as light. * And behold, there appeared to them Moses and
Elijah, talking with him. * And Peter said to Jesus, “Lord, it is good that we
are here. If you wish, | will make three tents here, one for you and one for
Moses and one for Elijah.” > He was still speaking when, behold, a bright
cloud overshadowed them, and a voice from the cloud said, “This is my
beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased; listen to him.” ® When the
disciples heard this, they fell on their faces and were terrified. ” But Jesus
came and touched them, saying, "Rise, and have no fear.” ® And when they
lifted up their eyes, they saw no one but Jesus only.
