READINGS Hebrews 3:1-14

'Therefore, holy brothers and sisters, you who share in a heavenly calling,
consider Jesus, the apostle and high priest of our confession, * who was
faithful to him who appointed him, just as Moses also was faithful in all
God's house. * For Jesus has been counted worthy of more glory than Mo-
ses—as much more glory as the builder of a house has more honour than
the house itself. * (For every house is built by someone, but the builder of
all things is God.) > Now Moses was faithful in all God's house as a servant,
to testify to the things that were to be spoken later, ® but Christ is faithful
over God's house as a son. And we are his house, if indeed we hold fast our
confidence and our boasting in our hope.

on the day of testing in the

"2 Take care, brothers and sisters, lest there be in any of you an evil, unbe-
lieving heart, leading you to fall away from the living God.



" But exhort one another every day, as long as it is called “today,” that none
of you may be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin. " For we have come to
share in Christ, if indeed we hold our original confidence firm to the end.

John 5:18-21, 39-40, 45-47
® This was why the Jews were seeking all the more to kill [Jesus], because
not only was he breaking the Sabbath, but he was even calling God his own
Father, making himself equal with God. * So Jesus said to them, “Truly,
truly, | say to you, the Son can do nothing of his own accord, but only what
he sees the Father doing. For whatever the Father does, that the Son does
likewise. “° For the Father loves the Son and shows him all that he himself is
doing. And greater works than these will he show him, so that you may
marvel. 2" For as the Father raises the dead and gives them life, so also the
Son gives life to whom he will. [...]

% You seach the Scriptures because you think that in them you have eternal
life; and it is they that bear witness about me, *’ yet you refuse to come to
me that you may have life. [...]

* Do not think that | will accuse you to the Father. There is one who
accuses you: Moses, on whom you have set your hope. “° For if you
believed Moses, you would believe me; for he wrote of me. * But if you do
not believe his writings, how will you believe my words?”

REFLECTION

CONFESSION OF FAITH

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven
and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.



Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ?

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally
begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God
from true God, begotten, not made, of one being with the Father;
through him all things were made.

Do you believe and trust in the saving work of Jesus Christ?

For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, was
incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary and was made man.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;

he suffered death and was buried. On the third day he rose again
in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory
to judge the living and the dead and his kingdom will have no end.

Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit?

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who pro-
ceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the
Son is worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the
prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We
acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for
the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.
