OPENING PRAYER

READINGS: Hebrews 6:19-20, 7:18-8:7

" We have this as a sure and steadfast anchor of the soul, a hope that
enters into the inner place behind the curtain, *° where Jesus has gone as a
forerunner on our behalf, having become a high priest forever after the
order of Melchizedek. [...]

7 ® For on the one hand, a former commandment is set aside because of
its weakness and uselessness " (for the law made nothing perfect); but on
the other hand, a better hope is introduced, through which we draw near

to God.

2% And it was not without an oath. For those who formerly became priests
were made such without an oath, *' but this one was made a priest with an
oath by the one who said to him:

“The Lord has sworn
and will not change his mind,
'You are a priest forever.”

%2 This makes Jesus the guarantor of a better covenant. ©* The former
priests were many in number, because they were prevented by death from
continuing in office, * but he holds his priesthood permanently, because he
continues forever. > Consequently, he is able to save to the uttermost those
who draw near to God through him, since he always lives to make interces-
sion for them.

%® For it was indeed fitting that we should have such a high priest, holy, in-
nocent, unstained, separated from sinners, and exalted above the heavens.
" He has no need, like those high priests, to offer sacrifices daily, first for his



own sins and then for those of the people, since he did this once for all
when he offered up himself. *® For the law appoints humans in their weak-
ness as high priests, but the word of the oath, which came later than the
law, appoints a Son who has been made perfect forever.

8 ' Now the point in what we are saying is this: we have such a high priest,
one who is seated at the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in heaven, *
a minister in the holy places, in the true tent that the Lord set up, not mor-
tals. ® For every high priest is appointed to offer gifts and sacrifices; thus it is
necessary for this priest also to have something to offer. * Now if he were
on earth, he would not be a priest at all, since there are priests who offer
gifts according to the law. ° They serve a copy and shadow of the heavenly
things. For when Moses was about to erect the tent, he was instructed by
God, saying, “See that you make everything according to the pattern that
was shown you on the mountain.” © But as it is, Christ has obtained a minis-
try that is as much more excellent than the old as the covenant he mediates
is better, since it is enacted on better promises. ’ For if that first covenant
had been faultless, there would have been no occasion to look for a second.

Matthew 27:50-54
°% And Jesus cried out again with a loud voice and yielded up his spirit.

°" And behold, the curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to
bottom. And the earth shook, and the rocks were split. > The tombs also
were opened. And many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were
raised, > and coming out of the tombs after his resurrection they went into
the holy city and appeared to many. >* When the centurion and those who
were with him, keeping watch over Jesus, saw the earthquake and what took
place, they were filled with awe and said, “Truly this was the Son of God!”
