OPENING PRAYER 

 

LENTEN INVITATION AND CONFESSION 
 

Dear friends in Christ, every year at the time of the Christian Passover we 

celebrate our redemption through the death and resurrection of our Lord 

Jesus Christ.  Lent is a time to prepare for this celebration and to renew 

our life in Him.  We continue in this holy season by remembering our 

need for repentance, and for the mercy and forgiveness proclaimed in the 

Gospel of Jesus Christ. 

I invite you, therefore, in the name of the Lord, to observe a holy Lent by 

self-examination, penitence, prayer, fasting and almsgiving, and by read-

ing and meditating on the word of God.  

 

And so now let us either sit or kneel before our Creator and Redeemer, 

and confess our sins. 

 

CONFESSION & ABSOLUTION 

Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, you made all 

things, and you call everyone to account.  In sorrow, we confess 

the sins we have committed against you, in thought, word and 

deed.  We turn from our sins and are truly sorry for them; they 

are a burden we cannot bear.  Have mercy on us, most merciful 

Father.  For the sake of your Son our Lord Jesus Christ, forgive us 

all that is past.  Enable us to serve and please you in newness of 

life, to your honour and glory, through Jesus Christ our Lord.  

Amen. 

Almighty God our heavenly Father; who has promised to forgive the sins 

of all who turn to him with repentance and faith, have mercy on us; par-

don and deliver us from all our sins, strengthen us to do his will, and keep 

us in eternal life, through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen. 
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READINGS            Hebrews 10:11-14, 19-25, 32-35  
11  And every priest stands daily at his service, offering repeatedly the same 

sacrifices, which can never take away sins. 
12 

But when Christ had offered for 

all time a single sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the right hand of God, 
13  

waiting from that time until his enemies should be made a footstool for his 

feet.

 For by a single offering he has perfected for all time those who are 

being sanctified. […]

Therefore, brothers and sisters, since we have confidence to enter the 

holy places by the blood of Jesus, 
20  

by the new and living way that he 

opened for us through the curtain, that is, through his flesh, 
21

 and since we 

have a great priest over the house of God, 22  let us draw near with a true 

heart in full assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil 

conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 
23 

Let us hold fast the 

confession of our hope without wavering, for he who promised is faithful. 
24  

And let us consider how to stir up one another to love and good works, 
25  

not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging 

one another, and all the more as you see the Day drawing near. […] 

 
32  

But recall the former days when, after you were enlightened, you endured 

a hard struggle with sufferings, 
33  

sometimes being publicly exposed to re-

proach and affliction, and sometimes being partners with those so treated. 
34 

For you had compassion on those in prison, and you joyfully accepted the 

plundering of your property, since you knew that you yourselves had a bet-

ter possession and an abiding one. 
35  

Therefore do not throw away your 

confidence, which has a great reward.

 ...So they took Jesus, 
17

 and he went out, bearing his own cross, to the 

place called The Place of a Skull, which in Aramaic is called Golgotha.

There they crucified him, and with him two others, one on either side, and 

Jesus between them. 19Pilate also wrote an inscription and put it on the 

cross. It read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” […]

 [Jesus said:] “I thirst.”  
29  

A jar full of sour wine stood there, so they put a 

sponge full of the sour wine on a hyssop branch and held it to his mouth. 
30  

When Jesus had received the sour wine, he said, “It is finished,” and he
