4. Read verses 36-39. Pay close attention to Jesus’ telling of parables and discuss their
meaning. What is Jesus saying with the parables of the patch and of the wineskins?

5. With whom do you most identify in this passage: Levi, the Pharisees, or the disciples?
Why?

6. How does this passage shape our understanding and praxis of mission as a church?
